Choosing La Roche
Students enjoy La Roche College for its safe and friendly atmosphere 
and the comforts offered by a small, private college.  Classes in our ESL 
Program are small and  
personalized, with about  
12 students in each course.   
As a result, students receive  
individualized attention.   
All of our instructors have  
master’s degrees or doctorates.

Students entering the ESL  
program at La Roche will find  
that they are quickly integrated 
with the rest of the student  
population.  ESL students enjoy 
the same curricular events, 
student activities, services  
and housing.

Our Program
After completing a placement test, ESL students are placed into the 
appropriate proficiency level, from High Beginner through Advanced.  
Each level is made up of five, four-credit courses: Reading, Writing, 
Speaking, Listening and Grammar.  The amount of time required  
to complete the ESL program varies from one to four semesters, 
depending on the student and his/her placement level.

Qualified students will have the opportunity to receive credit for ESL 
courses if they choose to enroll in La Roche College’s undergraduate 
degree programs.

Calendar
Our courses follow La Roche College’s academic calendar:

•	 Fall Semester: Late August to early December 
•	 Spring Semester: Early January to late April 
•	 Summer Semester: Mid-May to late July

Classes are conducted from Monday through Friday between  
8 a.m. and 5 p.m.

Close to the City
